Trustees’ report

The trustees, who act as directors for the purposes of company law, present their report and the consolidated
financial statements for the year ended 31 March 2007. The information provided on page 1 also forms part
of this report.

Principal activities

The principal activity of the charitable company is to operate an air ambulance service for the benefit of
residents within the North West of England. The charitable company is established and restricted to the
relief of sickness and injury and the protection of human life by the provision or support of an air ambulance
service in Lancashire, Cumbria, Greater Manchester, Merseyside and Cheshire.

Governing instrument
The charitable company is governed by its memorandum and articles of association.

The accounts have been prepared in accordance with the Special Provisions of Part VII of the Companies Act
1985 applicable to small companies, and in accordance with the Charities SORP 2005.

Chairman’s review of the year

North West Air Ambulance commenced operations on 17 May 1999 and this annual report covers the
period to 31 March 2007, being the eighth year of operation for the charity. I am pleased to report that once
again the year has been one in which North West Air Ambulance continues to consolidate its position, both
operationally and financially.

During the year, the Air Ambulance undertook over 940 missions (compared with 876 during 2005/06).

Following cessation of financial support by the Department of Health in 2003/04, the provision of a local
lottery and general fundraising provide the bulk of the funding required. The dedication and hard work of
the fundraising team lead by Lynda Brislin and Jackie Northover are commended. The fundraising plan has
focused on developing a robust fundraising infrastructure with steady progress on the lottery and general
fundraising, which included many new initiatives. At the year end unrestricted reserves totalled £1,243,380
compared with £1,224,055 at the commencement of the year. On behalf of the Trustees I would like to
thank the team for all their efforts.

During the year Dr Lois Louden and Peter Tormey resigned as Trustees but Ian Rush and Eddie Pope were
appointed as Trustees. I would like to thank all of the Trustees for their work in support of North West Air
Ambulance but in particular David and Lois who were founder members of the Charity. The formation of
the North West Ambulance Service NHS Trust from the 1* July 2006 and the appointment of Ian Rush and
Eddie Pope (Non Executive Directors of the Ambulance Service) as Trustees will ensure the close links and
support for the Charity are maintained.

On behalf of the Board, I would also like to thank the staff of North West Ambulance NHS Trust who have
provided financial, secretarial, human resource and operational support throughout the year. Jill Harvey
resigned as Company Secretary and has been replaced by Chris Pearson. We wish Jill well in her new
appointment with in the new Ambulance Service.

The Trustees and I are also appreciative of the close links and help provided by our auditors Turpin Lucas
Lees for their work throughout the year.

The efforts of Operations Manager, Paul West, the Air Ambulance Paramedics, helicopter pilots and Bond
Air Services in delivering operational service throughout the year are also very much appreciated and we
can continue to look forward with confidence to the North West Air Ambulance continuing to operate
throughout 2007/08 enhancing its reputation in bringing substantial benefits to the patients and the public it
serves.

Future activities

The charitable company is now entering its ninth year of operation and over the last five years the trustees
have put into place a robust fundraising strategy in order to build up suitable reserves and ensure the current
continued operation of the air ambulance service.

Future income streams from general fundraising and the local lottery need to increase in order to meet the
ongoing costs of the replacement air ambulance, as well as sustaining the potential costs of a second
helicopter to increase existing cover particularly in the areas of Greater Manchester, Cheshire and
Merseyside.

The existing fundraising team are looking to strengthen their resources further in order to meet ambitious
income targets for the coming year via a wide range of fundraising initiatives.

The Charity is extremely grateful to all those individuals who give of their time and effort in helping to raise
funds through personal sponsored projects, the arranging of fundraising events and educating others
regarding the Charity’s reliance on the generosity of the local public.

The Lottery has now been brought ‘in-house’ to the Charity Group and significant savings on administration
costs are anticipated, whilst the number of subscribers continues to increase.

In specifically helping to meet these targets, the trustees have set the following targets:-

Appointment of trustees

the North West Air Ambulance. Induction of trustees is done verbally, ensuring that trustees are fully aware
of their duties and responsibilities. The charitable company hopes to produce a more formalised Trustee
Induction Pack which will contain the necessary information for the awareness and training of trustees.

Reserves and Investment policy

In line with Charities Act requirements, the trustees have continued to review their reserves policy for the
charitable company, which will aid them in fulfilling their duty of exercising overall control over the
financial affairs of the charitable company.

The trustees are very aware of the general legal duty to apply charitable funds within a reasonable time of
receiving them and have actively encouraged delegated staff to spend funds on charitable purposes within
their charitable objectives and in a manner that as far as possible meets the donor’s wishes

It is considered prudent to maintain reserves to safeguard the charitable company's operational commitment
in the event of delays in receipt of income or grants.

The trustees believe that reserves should be at least at a level to ensure that the charitable company can run
efficiently and meet its operational needs for a twelve month period currently estimated at £2,000,000.

The charitable company is now well established and with the exception of the support for the paramedics’
costs is fully self contained. There has been a need to increase fundraising because of the additional costs of
the replacement helicopter needed to comply with the new European safety requirements. Consequently the
trustees have put in place a strategy to build up reserves to the required level, to ensure the charitable
company can run efficiently and meet its ongoing operational needs should difficulties be experienced with
fundraising in the future.

Without a reserves policy trustees cannot be confident that their reserves level matches the charitable
company's needs at the time. The charitable company could be holding reserves that are too high or too low
for its needs. If a charity's reserves are too high, it is retaining income funds without justification. Those
funds ought to be expended for charitable purposes. While the funds remain in the trustees' hands, the
charitable company's current users or beneficiaries - actual or potential - are not being as well-served as they
could be.

The trustees have decided on the following procedure in determining the overall reserves policy:

¢ Income and expenditure patterns will be reviewed to establish:
a) Is it necessary for the funds to hold reserves and what benefit will there be in holding such
reserves?
b) If reserves are necessary at what level should they be?
¢)  What action will be required to maintain the agreed reserve level?

The delegated staff will be required to report back to the board on an annual basis or at any time when

requested in order to:

e review the reserves levels which may be increased reduced or discontinued.
e receive at each of its meetings a summary of the charitable company’s current level of reserves.

Monies not needed for immediate use will be invested in the charitable company’s interest bearing
investment account.

The day to day monitoring of this policy will be the responsibility of the delegated staff that will be
expected to bring any issues to the immediate attention of the trustees.

North West Air Ambulance Promotions Ltd is a trading subsidiary of the charitable company and exists
solely to generate funds which it then transfers to the charitable company.

Risk review

The trustees have carried out a review of the charitable company’s activities and identified the major risks to
which the charitable company is exposed.

As part of this process the trustees have implemented a risk management strategy which comprises:

® an annual review of the risks which the charitable company is exposed,
e the establishment of procedures and systems to mitigate those risks identified in the review.

The major external risks faced by the charitable company are primarily those related to the fund raising
activities carried out by external fund raisers and general fund raisers. Contracts are in place which govern
all fund raising activities and have been effected through detailed legal and external financial advice.
However the charitable company is looking to bring all fundraising into the employment of North West Air
Ambulance Promotions Ltd in order to minimise costs and improve financial control.

The operating contract for the Air Ambulance is between North West Ambulance Service (NWAS) and
Bonds (the helicopter provider) with no legal obligations for the charitable company.

Internal risks have been identified and are minimised by the implementation of procedures for the
authorisation of all transactions to ensure consistent quality of delivery for all operational aspects of the
charitable company. These procedures are controlled through NWAS who provide the charitable company’s
accounting arrangements. The annual accounts are prepared by NWAS and are subject to audit by Turpin
Lucas Lees. The financial systems and arrangements operated are periodically reviewed by North West
Ambulance Service and the trustees to ensure that they still meet the needs of the charitable company.

Statement of trustees’ responsibilities

The trustees are required to:
select suitable accounting policies and then apply them consistently;
make judgements and estimates that are reasonable and prudent;

state whether applicable accounting standards and statements of recommended practice have been
followed subject to any departures disclosed and explained in the financial statements; and

prepare the financial statements on the going concern basis unless it is inappropriate to presume that the
charitable company will continue to operate.

The trustees are required by law to act in accordance with the trust deed and the rules of the charitable
company within the framework of trust law. They are responsible for keeping proper accounting records
which disclose with reasonable accuracy at any time the financial position of the Group and enable them to
ensure that the financial statements comply with the Companies Act 1985 and the Charities Act 1993. They
are also responsible for safeguarding the assets Group and hence for taking reasonable steps for the
prevention of fraud and other irregularities.

Insofar as the trustees are aware; there is no relevant audit information of which the charitable company’s
auditor is unaware; and the trustees have taken all steps that they ought to have taken to make themselves
aware of any relevant audit information and to establish that the auditor is aware of that information.

Basis of consolidation
The consolidated financial statements include the financial statements of the subsidiary company:
North West Air Ambulance Promotions Limited for the year to 31 March 2007. This has been
consolidated on a line by line basis in accordance with the requirements of the SORP.
The charitable company has not presented its own statement of financial activities (SOFA) as
permitted by section 230 (4) of the Companies Act 1985 and the provisions of paragraph 397 of
the SORP 2005.
Related party transactions
The trustees have taken advantage of the exemption in FRSS8, paragraph 3(c), and have not
disclosed related party transactions with its subsidiary undertaking.
Grants and donations
Grants and donations are included in the statement of financial activities as they become due and
are included in the relevant fund. Income expended is accounted for in the statement of financial
activities.
Where income has donor imposed restrictions regarding its use, this is shown within restricted
funds with related costs being allocated to the same fund.
Where there is a timing restriction which requires income to be deferred to a future period, such
amounts are shown within creditors and later credited to the statement of financial activities as
eligible.
Legacies

due and is quantifiable.
Grants paid
Grants paid are included in the statement of financial activities as they become payable. These
become payable when authorised by the trustees.

Governance costs include an element of administrative staff costs / support costs which relate
mainly to accounts preparation.

Investments
Investments are shown at market value.

Commercial income

Commercial income represents the amounts (excluding value added tax) received from the sale of
goods to customers during the year through the trading subsidiary North West Air Ambulance
Promotions Limited. All such turnover arises in the United Kingdom.

Taxation
The charitable company does not have any charge to tax on its charitable activities.
Unrestricted funds

Unrestricted funds are funds which can be used in accordance with the charitable objects at the
discretion of the trustees.

Irrecoverable VAT

Irrecoverable VAT is accounted for in the expenditure category under which the costs is incurred.
Fixed Assets

Tangible fixed assets for use by the charitable company are stated as cost less depreciation.

Depreciation is provided at rates calculated to write off the cost or valuation of fixed assets, less
their estimated residual value, over their expected useful lives on the following bases:
